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1.1.1 Soil and Groundwater

A preliminary geotechnical assessment consisting of 11 boreholes to 15 m
depths or to bedrock, whichever occurs first was undertaken as part of the EPR.
In addition geology maps and previous geotechnical reports were consulted in
order to provide a soil and groundwater a planning level assessment of the
corridor. The detailed subsurface soil and groundwater conditions encountered in

the boreholes are detailed in the Geotechnical Report, bound under separate
cover.

1.1.1.1 Regional Geology

Based on geology maps and previous reports, the Georgetown/Western
subdivision between Union Station and Malton Station can be broadly divided
into six areas of surfacial geologic formations as summarized in Table 4.1.2.31
below. In addition to the geologic formations, alluvial deposits of undifferentiated

gravel, sand, silt and clay can be expected locally where the line crosses rivers
and streams.

1.1.1.2 Hydrogeology

Groundwater within the study corridor is not used as a potable water source as
municipal water supply is available throughout the study corridor.

According to the borehole logs, the groundwater conditions vary considerably.
For the 11 borehole locations, groundwater level was encountered at depths
ranging from approximately 2 to 7 m. Due to the complex soil conditions and the
large study area, it is not surprising that the groundwater level is not at a single
level but largely depends on stratigraphic sequence and regional drainage
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
