The Georgetown South Service Expansion project (Project), which includes the Union-
Pearson Rail Link, is currently in the environmental assessment process. The Project is

part of the Metrolinx regional transportation plan, The Big Move. It is the blueprint for a
more sustainable transportation future. The Project will enable an additional 64 million
passenger trips on transit. It was developed using a triple bottom line approach that takes

into account the quality of life and the health of people, the environment, and the
economy.

The Project is subject to the requirements of Ontario’s Transit project Assessment Process
and the Canadian Environmental Assessment process. Until both of these processes are
completed, no decision has been made on proceeding and|construction may not begin until
a decision can be made by both levels of government.

Recognizing the sensitivity of the neighborhoods through which the trains will operate, we
have engaged a team of specialists to thoroughly assess the air emission, noise, and
vibration impacts as well as the natural environment and socio-economic effects of the
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
